London began about A. D.; when armies of the Roman Empire started to conquer Britain. The Romans built a seaport on the Thames. The 

Romans called the port Londinium ( from Celtic " Londin"- wild, bold ). In 61 A.D. the town was burnt down.. The Romans rebuilt the city and it was surrounded by the wall. This area is now called the City of London.


In 1410  the  Roman troops left home. After the Romans the Germanic tribes, the Angels and Saxons, attacked London. The Saxons controlled the city. The Saxons king built a palace and rebuilt a church two miles southwest of London. It became the start of the City of Westminster. In 1066 William the Conqueror was crowned a king in Westminster Abbey and made London his base. He built a castle, which now forms the central part of the Tower of London. During the Middle Ages many churches were built there. Craft and trade guilds began to develop. In the 16-th century during the Tubor period the city became an important and financial centre. Under King Henry VIII nobles built estates outside London's walls. The west End thus began to develop. London developed into a world-trading and cultural centre under Queen Elizabeth I. War, plague and fire struck London in the 17-th century. The great plague, in 1665 had taken about 100,000 lives. On September 2, 1666 the Great Fire of London broke. Most of the city lay in ashes. Londoners rebuilt the city with brick and stone. During the Victorian period (the 19-th century) London was one of the most important centre of the Industrial Revolution. The West End became famous for its fashional life.

THE MEETING OF THE LITERARY CLUB. "GREAT WRITERS AND POETS OF GREAT BRITAIN".
PUPIL 1. Good morning, dear friends! We are glad to see you at our meeting. We hope we shall have time well here all together.
PUPIL 2. We gathered here to commemorate the people, who worked, lived and were born in Great Britain. We shall speak about great writers, the names of which are well-known all over the world, their stories, novels, plays are read by everyone in different countries.
PUPIL 1. They are Rudyard Kipling, Byron, Burns, Walter Scott, Jerome C. Jerome, Leacock, W. Shakespeare, Dickens, Conan Doyle, Agatha Christie, Stevenson, Defoe and many, many others.
PUPIL 2. Yes, the list of their names can be endless. But I consider, that we should read these masterpieces only in original.
PUPIL 1. I certainly agree with you. We shall never be able to understand all the beauty of these stories, poems, novels, written in foreign language, without reading them in original.
PUPIL 2. So, let us start and ask our literary critic to tell us about the development of English literature.
CRITIC. I am gratefully pleased you for invitation. It is very pleasant that you are interested in English literature. I want to say, English literature is traditionally divided into the Old English, Middle English Renaissance and Elizabethan, Jakobean Restoration, The 18-th century, Romantic, Victorian and Modern periods.
Old English is the first recorded English literature. Middle English begins with the Norman conquest of 1066. This brought both the French language and a French literary tradition.
The European Renaissance had come into England in the 16-th century. Lyrical poetry became the main theme of this period. William Shakespeare is the central figure of the English Renaissance. By the way, do you know anything about this poet and playwright?
PUPIL 1. Yes, of course. We have already learnt his biography, read and learnt by heart some of his poems.
CRITIC. It would be very interesting to hear what you know about him.
PUPIL 2. We shall do it with pleasure.

PUPIL I. W. Shakespeare was born at Stratford-on Avon in April, 1564. He was the third of 8 children of John Shakespeare and his wife Mary Arden. His family was gentle on both sides. 11 years old William attended a free grammar school. But the days of study ended when he married at 18 Ann Hathaway. Before 21 he was father of 3 children. It made him seek a fortune in London. He went to the great city in 1586, While he was in London he fell in love with a"dark lady" whom he wrote about on his sonnets. He became known in London theatrical life. William went back home to his family only when the theatre season ended. For 25 years he lived so. In 1593 his first poem "Venus and Adonis", "Romeo and Juliet" appeared. In 1599 Shakespeare became one of the owners of the outdoor theatre "Globe". From 1599 to 1608 was a period of extraordinary literary activity for him. During these years he wrote: "Much ado about Nothing","Hamlet","King Lear' 'Othello". In 1609 it was published "Shakespeare's Sonnets". The volume contained 154 sonnets. In 1616 he died at 52.

CRITIC. Thank you very much. Now we shall continue our lecture. The 18-th century contains 2 major literary currents. Neoclassical period was marked by appearance of such names as Defoe, Swift, Blake, Pope. The historical novels were established by Walter Scott. The most popular poets of this age were Byron, Burns and Kipling. I am sure you know much about them.
PUPIL 1. Without doubt. Byron is my dear poet. His life could be an example for everyone. In 1817 Byron went to Italy. Italy was under the rule of the Austrian at

that time. The poet joined the Carbonari, who fought for the national independent. He wrote:" When a man has no freedom to fight at home, let him fight for that of his neighbours." When the Carbonari movement ended he went to Greece and joined for independence against Turkey. In the Greece town Byron fell ill with typhus and died. His friends wanted to bury him in Westminster Abbey, but the English government did not let them and Byron was buried in his native place.
PUPIL 2.1 admire his poetry too and I shall recite my dear poem.
She walks in Beauty, like the night Of cloudless climes and starry skies: And all that’ s best of dark and bright Meet in her aspect and her eyes; Thus mellowed to that tender light Which Heaven to gaudy day denies. One shade the more, one ray the less, Had half impaired the nameless grace Which waves in every rain tress, Or softly lightens o'er her face; Where thoughts serenely sweet express, How pure, how dear their dwelling-place.  PUPIL 2.  It's Kipling. He wrote not only tales, he liked to write poetry. At 21 Rudyard Kipling published his first book of poems. In 1907 he was awarded the Nobel prize for literature.

CRITIC. If we have touched our childhood, I would like to say some words about A. A. Milne. I am sure you know his stories very well. He wrote the famous tale "Winner-the-Pooh ".(Вчитель включає запис мультфільму знов).
 CRITIC. Who are the main characters of this cartoon? What is this extract about ?

He was born in London in 1882. His father was the headmaster of a small preparatory school. Milne went to Westminster School at the age of 11 and then went on to Cambridge to become a mathematician. But he never did. Instead he became editor of the university magazine. In 1905 he published his first book. Aged only 24 he was given a post of assistant editor of the magazine "Punch" at the salary 5 pounds a week. When he married and later his son was born he with his family moved in the estate. There he wrote his book about Winnie for his son.
PUPIL 1. It is very funny story. Not only little children like it, even adults enjoy it. Ї would like to pay your attention to another funny story of another author. Some pupils from our group prepared it for you to arise your mood. Listen, please!
SCENE.
A dusty old glass-case fixed very high up above the fire-place and containing an enormous trout. Al old gentleman sits in an arm-chair smoking a long clay pipe, GEORGE and JEROME come in.
GEORGE and JEROME: How do you do, sir.
OLD GENTLEMAN: How do you do, gentlemen. It is a fine day today.
JEROME: It was a fine day yesterday.
GEORGE: I think it will be a fine day tomorrow. And the crops seem to be coming
to nicely.
(GEORGE and Jerome look round the room. They notice the case with a trout).
OLD gentleman: Ah! A fine fellow, isn't, sir?
GEORGE: Quite uncommon.
JEROME: How much does it weigh, sir?
OLD GENTLEMAM: 18 pounds 6 ounces. Yes, it was 16 years ago, that I landed
him. I caught him just below the bridge. They told me he was in the river, I said Yd
have him, and so I did.

GEORGE (turning round to him): Good-sized trout, that.
LOCAL CARRIER: Ah! You may say that, sir. (Drinking his beer). Maybe you
weren't here, sir, when that fish was caught?
JEROME: No.
LOCAL CARRIER: Ah! Then, of course, how should you know about it? It was nearly five years ago that I caught that trout.
JEROME: Oh, was it you, who caught it then?
LOCAL CARRIER: Yes, sir. I caught him just below the lock one Friday afternoon; and the remarkable thing about it is that I caught him with a fly. I went out pike fishing never thinking of a trout, and when I saw that monster on the end of my line I was quite taken aback. Well, you see, he weighed 26 pounds. Good night, gentlemen, good night.
PUPIL 2.1 have read " Three men in a boat"by Jerome C. Jerome for 2 times. He was born in Walsall, Staffordshire inl859.
